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Step 1. Enter the competition/sweepstake details

Start the process by entering both the Draw name, and Organisation.

The Draw name should be a succinct description of the competition/sweepstake, and could include things like “Draw
#3” or the date if you will be running multiple draws for the same competition/sweepstake.

The Organisation should be the business name of the competition/sweepstake’s promoter. This may or may not be
your organisation’s name. If you are an agent acting on the promoter’s behalf, you will have a chance to enter your
own name later.

When finished, click the Continue button at the lower-right of the screen.

If at any time during the process you make a mistake or would like to return to a previous screen, you can use the
Back button at the lower-left of the screen.

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Step 2. Specify the competition/sweepstake entries

You have two options to specify the entries for your competition/sweepstake. Either upload an entries file, or simply
specify the number of entries.

If you are just entering the number of entries, click Continue then type the number into the box. Please continue to
Step 4 of the walkthrough.

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3.Select the column that contains the entry/ticket count

Selecting Entry/ticket count contained in data will then ask you to select the column this entry count is contained in.
Simply click the column to select it and move to the next question. Please note that our system checks your file upon
upload for valid entry count columns.

Next, we will ask you if an entrant can win more than once. This will instruct our draw system to exclude all an
entrant’s entries from winning future prizes after they win one. If you select Yes, you can continue to the next page
of the wizard. Selecting No will cause one of two things to occur. If you are using an Entry/ticket count column, you
can simply move on to the next page of the wizard. If your file is simply one entry per row, you will be asked to select
a column that uniquely identifies an entrant. The draw system needs this so it knows which entries to exclude from
winning further prizes. This column could be something like Customer ID, Email address, or any column that is
shared by other entries from the same entrant.

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Step 4. Enter prizes

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3. Configure entry check options

Step 11. Entry checking (optional)

If you chose to upload an entries file, you may set up entry checking. Entry checking is available for both scheduled
and completed draws.

Setting up entry checking will provide you with a web link to share publicly. If you also set up winner publication,
the entry checking feature will be available on the winner publication web link. The link will direct users to a page
containing a form that allows users to check if their entry was or will be in the draw.

When configuring entry checking, you will select a column that can be queried by users. In the example above,
Customer ID should be selected, if this is known by your entrants. You can select the name of the column that is
displayed on the entry check form, which will default to the name of the column you selected.

Optionally, you can return to the user the number of entries they have in the draw. If you do not select this, users
will simply receive a yes or no response as to whether they are a part of the draw.
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
